BYLAW | - Membership
Bylaw | to add a new number 2:
2 The membership year is September 1 to August 31%. Subsequent statements would be renumbered.

BYLAW Il - Membership Dues

3. Membership dues are to be paid on or before October 31.
Bylaw Il section 3 be changed to read:
3. To be a member in good standing, membership dues are to be paid on or before August 31°.

4. New members joining the Club after February 1 shall pay the annual membership dues less the CFUW levy.
Bylaw Il section 4 be changed to read:
4. New members are women who have never belonged to any CFUW club. Those new members joining the
Club after February 1 shall pay the annual membership less the CFUW levy for this year.
